If you have downloaded ICASS 2.15.02 and have seen the message “Your Plan contains out of date references. You must run Verify to correct this problem. If the problem persists, please contact ICASS Technical Support.”, you should run Verify to correct the problem. 





If you run Verify and the message occurs again, please reapply the Agency reference table update, and run Verify once again. If the message still appears, please contact ICASS Technical Support.
















































































After saving and closing the worksheet, update the position for the correct Grade as follows:


Highlight the plan and click the Modify button. The US Citizen Direct Hire Sub-Object Worksheet window opens.


Find the positions where the Grade value was changed to None and change it back to the correct value.


Click Save.


Click Exit.
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Negative Fixed Adjustments





If you need to make a downward adjustment in LES/PSA salaries to meet your target, you can enter a “negative” Fixed Adjustment amount under the Salaries tab. Type a negative sign (a dash), then the numeric amount; for example negative ten is typed as -10.

December Agency Reference Tables


Before submitting the initial plan to the ICASS Service Center Posts must download the December Agency reference table updates (available on December 12, 2005) from the ICASS website and upload them to the ICASS software application even if agencies have already signed the invoice.  If only the Washington billing contact information changes after the update, posts are not required to circulate the invoices again for signature/approval.

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If you created the Fiscal Year 2006 plan using ICASS 2.11.04 the Direct Hire American salaries may be doubled because ICASS 2.11.04 did not have the 2006 salary table.


Before circulating your ICASS invoices to agencies, please confirm that your Direct Hire American salaries were not doubled by opening the US Citizen Direct Hire Budget Worksheet and running the report. The report will show the doubled salary but the Worksheet will not.





The following steps will correct the doubled salaries:


Click the Budget Plans folder to open it.


Click Plan Details.


Click ICASS Details.


Click US Citizen Direct Hire.


Highlight the plan and click the Modify button. The US Citizen Direct Hire Sub-Object Worksheet window opens.


Find the positions where the salary is doubled, make note of the Grade value and then change it to None.


Click Save.


Click Exit.
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
