Status of the ONE Proposal

Peter Hogan reported that ISC has now forwarded all the application paperwork for ONE pilot participants with the exception of USAID and one of the DHS requestors.  Mike Oliver of IRM is working with Peter to complete the fob requests.  Peter will attempt to set up a training session for pilot participants before October 13 2006.
Access to the ICASS global database through ONE
We’ve hit a snag on the project to access the ICASS database through the ONE “fob” pilot project:  there are different versions of the Java code used by the ICASS global database and the ONE Citrix server, and unless the version difference can be resolved, ONE can’t provide access to the ICASS global database.  Earlier this summer various fixes were proposed that involved ICASS hosting its own Citrix server, but those fixes are no longer viable.  The ONE Office will complete a policy document addressing such Java differences during the week of October 2 2006, and we will consider remediation plans following that guidance.
Status of Microsoft® Groove collaboration software
Since the August 2006 IT Committee meeting we obtained approval and licenses for our committee’s use of Microsoft Groove collaborative software, and Jim Nunno of ISC has been helping members install and use the workspace.  About half of the IT Committee members have installed and logged-on to the committee’s Groove workspace, where we store collaboration documents and meeting minutes, and host online discussions.  A number of members have indicated their IT support does not sanction Groove installations. 
E-Services Briefing

Jeff Scott of State’s IRM/APD provided an extensive briefing on the E-Services portal, through which posts can request services using a web browser.  E-Services is part of WebPASS, and can be accessed securely through the State intranet.  As Jeff described, E-Services is a new way (as of May 2006) for posts to interact with WebPASS applications.  Four components of E-Services are mandatory, including NEPA, Personnel, real property, and ICASS.  A number of other voluntary services—such as online procurements—are available on E-Services.

The committee meeting concluded with a discussion about the ICASS Strategic Plan, which will be continued at the Policy Committee meeting next week.
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
