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Once your Budget Plan Submission is accepted, it will be listed on the ISC website. Check it out!

Is your system getting “hung up” when running Verify?





The Non-ICASS Lease module inadvertently allows you to leave the lease number blank when it should not.  And, as a result, when you run Verify, the system gets “hung up.”


To remedy the problem, go to the Non-ICASS Lease module ensure that each Lease has a lease number. If you do not know the lease number, name them New Lease 1, New Lease 2 and so forth. Just remember that each lease number must be unique.





Make sure that you did not submit the Fiscal Year 06 Final budget plan with the same name as your Fiscal Year 06 Initial budget plan.

The most common reason a budget plan is rejected is due to out-of-date reference tables.


Do you have the latest reference table update that was “pushed out” on April 15, 2006?


Network users must run Verify before submitting their budget plans to D.C. Running Verify synchronizes your plan with the April reference table updates.


Standalone users must download the April 15th updates from the ISC website (� HYPERLINK "http://icass.state.gov" ��http://icass.state.gov�), and then upload them into the Web.ICASS application.  Run Verify before submitting the final plan via email to the ISC.








Were you rejected for being out-of-date?








Do not forget to check the status of your budget plan!  You can do this in either the Plan Maintenance or ICASS Events node.


Just because the status shows “Submitted” does not mean it has been received by the ISC yet. Twenty-four hours after submission, check the status to confirm that it has changed to “Accepted”.


If your budget plan shows a status of “Rejected”, you can see the reason in the ICASS Events node. Highlight the line showing the reject message and click View.
