(ISC) is hosting the second regional training conference

for ICASS Council Chairs on December 3 and 4, 2003 in

Bangkok, Thailand.  For those who are interested there

will be an optional pre-conference session the afternoon

of December 2 entitled 'Overview:  Working with ICASS' to

review the basics of ICASS.  The conference itself will

focus on how ICASS can be used to advance the objectives

of all agencies at post: support program objectives,

improve the quality of life overseas, and make post

budgets tell the story you want Washington to hear.
