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…actually the stand-alone version of Web.ICASS  was never just for laptops.  Some posts have reported problems using laptops that are very old.  Luckilly, the Access version of Web.ICASS also runs on your desktop.  Ask your system administrator about installing it on your desktop, and your ICASS work will not only be more convenient, but in many cases you will see an increase in performance.

The initial budget cycle is done, so don’t go changing it!  The only exception to this rule is if you have to make available funds adjustments (see above) in order to baseline to the Final Requirements stage.





Don’t go Changing





If you have leases on your lease worksheet assigned to locations other than the Embassy, be aware that the leases need to be applied separately for each separate location in order to get them into the budget. 





Location. Location. Location.
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If you are trying to baseline your budget you may get a message that reads “Cannot go below available funds”.  Do not be alarmed, this is a new feature in Web.ICASS 2.11.04 that is designed to prevent you from spending available funds that you do not have.  All you have to do to get past this message is to go to your BSW and adjust the available funds amounts in the second tab so that the Balance of Capital Replacement Carryover is positive.

Sometimes when one user makes a change in the budget, it can come as quite a shock to a colleague if they open the plan and do not know that the change has been made.  In some cases this is unduly diagnosed as a software error, in other cases, an incorrect invoice or budget figure is reported to a customer.  To avoid confusion, if you change or delete a plan, make sure everyone who needs to know is aware of your changes.
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
