Q.  At my post we have two LE Staff who are translators for the Embassy.  One of them primarily does diplomatic notes for the Executive office and other sections.  The second one does work for ICASS and the other agencies.  Should either of these people be included in ICASS?  If so, where should their costs be budgeted?
A.  Positions that support ICASS and the other agencies should always be reviewed to ensure that all entities are paying their fair share.  In your case, it would appear that one of the positions is primarily State-Program (the one that services the Executive Office) and it should be funded by State.  The second one appears to share duties between ICASS and other agency requirements and would be appropriately included in ICASS.  Because this position services ICASS as well as all other agencies, the most appropriate place to budget for it is in 8790-Miscellaneous.   The translator should allocate 100 percent of his/her time to 8790.
