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1.  SUMMARY:  Post Financial Management Offices should

disregard the requirement in the latest release of the

ICASS software (version 2.27) to enter three factor groups

of ICASS workload for the Vouchering (6223) cost center.

Vouchering workload counts from COAST reports should be

entered into the "Vouchering" factor group only.  A

reference table update to be released in July will correct

the factor group problem in Vouchering. END SUMMARY.

2.  Reftel included guidance to use COAST reports as a

source of workload data for some of the ICASS Financial

Management cost centers.  The COAST reports provide a

single workload total for Vouchering (6223), while the

ICASS software (version 2.27) provides three factor groups

for Vouchering (Vouchering, Collections and

Disbursements).  The inclusion of factor groups for

Collections and Disbursements under Vouchering is an error

in version 2.27, and these factor groups should be

disregarded.

3.  Clarification of Vouchering Counts for Standard posts:

Posts should run the COAST report listing workload counts

by fiscal code and use the total counts listed under

column - Voucheringcc6223.  This count is entered into the

ICASS software under Vouchering.  No entries should be

made to Collections and Disbursement on that screen for

the Vouchering cost center.

4.  To correct the entry of Vouchering workload counts

into the ICASS software, the ICASS Service Center will

issue a cost center reference table update by July 1.

Users will be able to import the update directly into

their ICASS software.  (Details will be provided septel

when the update is released)  For now, posts should enter

the voucher counts in the first factor group area and not

break out the counts.  For those posts that have entered

data into the three factors, NO/NO corrections are

required.  The new reference table update will roll-up

those counts placed under Collections and Disbursements

into Vouchering.  Note also that related modifications

will be reset to "one" (1).

5.  This clarification and correction applies to the

Vouchering (6223) cost center only.  The new handbook

language, the related cable guidance, and the behavior of

the software are correct for the other financial

management cost centers, including the guidance on factor

groups.
