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1. SUMMARY:  This cable provides guidance and the due

dates for submission of the ICASS and NON-ICASS Initial

FY 07 Budgets for network users and stand-alone posts.

For an Alternate Service Provider (ASP), this

information has been provided by a separate message.

Posts are also reminded that all budgets must be

submitted via WEB.ICASS messaging except stand-alone and

ASP posts. There has been a change in the due date for

the EAP bureau. EAP budgets are now due November 27,

2006.  END SUMMARY

2. DUE DATES:  ICASS INITIAL BUDGETS

The submission due dates for the ICASS Initial Budget

plans vary by bureau and are as follows:

EUR:  November 17, 2006

WHA: November 24, 2006

AF and EAP:  November 27, 2006

NEA/SCA: December 8, 2006

3.  DUE DATE:  NON-ICASS (OBO AND DS) INITIAL BUDGETS

Regardless of the bureau you are in, the NON-ICASS (OBO

and DS) budget plans are due no later than December 8,

2006.  Posts that have completed these budgets prior to

December 8th should not delay submitting them and should

submit them before the deadline. The NON-ICASS OBO and

DS budgets must be transmitted to the ISC together.  Do

not split their transmission to Washington.

4. DELAYED BUDGET SUBMISSIONS:  All budget plans (ICASS

AND NON-ICASS) must be received by the due dates and

must come in at/or below the amounts provided by your

regional bureau, OBO and DS.  Posts that are unable to

meet this deadline must contact the ISC's Trish Garate

(GARATEPA@STATE.GOV) immediately.

5. VERIFY TRANSMISSION OF YOUR BUDGET:  To verify the

transmission of your budget, check the ICASS Events Log

and the "submission status" in the "plan maintenance"

view.  "Submitted" indicates that your plan was

transmitted from post.  "Received" indicates that

Washington received your plan.  "Accepted" indicates

that Washington downloaded your plan into the ICASS

Global Database.

If you see a status of "rejected", view the reason for

the "rejection" in the ICASS Events Log.  If it is

rejected for a technical reason, contact the "ICASS Tech

Support" via email.  If not, remedy the problem and

resubmit your corrected plan.

If you do not receive a confirmation that your budget

was "accepted" within 24 hours, contact "ICASS Tech

Support" via email to ensure that your messaging system

is

configured properly.  Do not resubmit your plan by email

but notify Mattie Harms (HarmsMR@State.gov) via email

that the plan submission is delayed due to technical

difficulties.

6. STAND-ALONE TRANSMISSIONS:  If your budget cannot be

transmitted via WEB.ICASS messaging, you may submit your

budget via email to Mattie Harms, cc: Robert McFadden

(McFaddenRA@State.gov)  in the ISC.  Please identify the

reason you were unable to submit via WEB.ICASS

messaging.

7.  USAID ASP STAND-ALONE POSTS: has been addressed

SEPTEL.

8.  LGP AND PSA CONTRACTS MODULE:  Posts must update and

submit their LGP PSA and Contracts Module. When

submitting LGP PSA/Contract Modules, click on the LGP

PSA and Contracts folder and node.  The "submit to DC"

button appears if post is using the network version;

submit the profile by clicking ONCE on this button.

Since the system will transmit ALL LGP PSA and Contracts

files that exist in the FY 07 plan, post should ensure

that they are all correct and "official".  Stand-alone

posts must click on the "export" button, save the ".lgp"

file and attach it to an email addressed to Mattie

Harms, cc:  Robert McFadden) in the ISC.  Please do not

email the module if you have submitted via the network.

More information on the LGP PSA and Contracts Module can

be found in Part 2 of the FY 2007 Non-ICASS Budget

preparation checklist posted on the ISC's website.

9.  WEBSITE POSTING OF RECEIVED/ACCEPTED BUDGETS:

Receipt

of post budget submissions (network or email) which have

been "received/accepted" will be tracked, posted and

updated periodically on the ICASS website under the

"budget" menu.  Following budget submission, posts are

encouraged to check this tracker for verification of

receipt.  The ISC no longer issues confirmation emails

on

receipt of post budgets.
