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Why is Data missing in the Actuals Report?


After you upload the 1st Quarter Actuals file, do you find some actuals missing from the Actuals Reports?


Sub-object codes related to domestic allowance payments for  US Direct Hire (USDH) positions, (for example 1201, 1204, 1211), do not appear in the Actuals reports  IF these payments were obligated using the LES  cost pool (9661) instead of USDH cost pools.


To remedy the problem, you need to contact your accounting technician in FSC Charleston and provide the social security number of each USDH employee with the correct cost pool (see STATE 222993 dated November 24, 1999).

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Why are Post’s IVG costs for FY06 Initial Budget the same as for FY05 Final Budget? 


Post’s IVG bill is assessed yearly (as of December 31) and the data is provided to the ISC each January. Therefore, since the data was not available when you were preparing the FY06 Initial Budget, the FY05 Final Budget data was used as an estimate and built into the 2.11.04 version. Similarly, the IVG cost assessed for calendar year 2005 and provided to the ISC in January 2006 will be used for FY06 Final Budget and will also be used as an estimate for the FY07 Initial Budget.

For network users, automatic monthly updating of the ICASS Agency Code Reference Table began January 15, 2006


If you are a standalone user, you must continue to download the Agency Code Reference Table update that is posted on the ICASS OpenNet website (please refer to STATE 009608 for more details). 


The reference table updates that occur between January and August 2006 will only affect your FY06 Final Budget. 


Note that since the FY06 Final Budgets are submitted in May, the May 15 through August 15 updates will have no impact on FY 06 Final Budgets, but will impact Partial Year and TDY Invoices that may be submitted through mid-August.
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Important information if you want to work on your FY06 Final Budget now


If you use the current software (2.15.02) to update your FY06 final requirements prior to March 15, 2006, do not baseline the plan to the Final Budget stage yet. Wait until the reference table updates for American Salaries, Post Assignment Travel (PAT) and International Voice Gateway (IVG) line costs for FY06 Final budget are available on March 15 (refer to STATE 009608). 


Why?  Because if your plan is in the Final Budget stage before March 15, any change in the IVG costs will be incorrectly shown as an adjustment.









































Does your Budget Plan contain out-of-date references?


When you import a budget plan that has been updated or created with an older version of the ICASS Reference Tables, you will receive a warning message.























If this happens, you simply follow the instructions in the message: Run VERIFY to synchronize the plan with the reference table.


The ICASS Service Center (ISC) posts updates to the reference file on the 15th of each month during budget preparation cycles. Any updates posted January 15, 2006 or later will not have any effect on your 2006 Initial Budgets or earlier budgets. An exception to this would be if you did not run VERIFY on your Initial Budget before sending it to the ISC. 
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
