Status of the ONE Proposal

The committee met via conference call at 8:30am with Jim Roddy of State/IRM to discuss the steps necessary to provide IWG One Pilot members with access to the ICASS global database.  The discussion centered on the need for the ICASS Service Center to procure a server (plus an identical backup) that would host the Citrix application and provide authenticated access to the PASS suite of applications, as well as to the global database.  According to the discussants, It may be possible to locate a pair of surplus servers at the State network operations center and avoid the $11K procurement.  The action items necessary to accomplish these goals should be completed within a few weeks time.
At the regular 10am full committee meeting, members approved the server cost and discussed the timetable necessary to implement the link from ONE to the ICASS global database.  
Separately, the committee discussed the mechanics of implementing the ONE pilot project.  At present, those pilot participants whose accounts have been created and who have received “fobs” are able to access the State intranet, but are not able to see MPP’s or the ICASS global database.  ISC will work to ensure that pilot project participants have the appropriate profile to access the MPP’s, and are assigned state.gov email addresses so that they can forward documents to their “home” email systems for printing. 

In order to ensure that the pilot project initiates properly, the committee recommended hosting a joint kick-off/training session for pilot project participants.  Details on the date and time of this session will be available at the August 2006 IT Committee meeting.

Status of Microsoft® Groove collaboration software
No activity was reported on the project to request logons and software for Groove 3.0 software.  This project was deferred until the next meeting of the IT Committee.
Status of the ICASS website
Sam Longstreet reported on the availability of a revised version of the icass.gov website, which has been redesigned.  The site is available on the internet and is now password-protected, in accordance with State IT security guidelines.  Website users can send an email request from the website, and Sam will assign a password to requesters from the .gov or .mil domains.
