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Don’t forget the Frequently Asked Questions 
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The Non-ICASS Depreciation worksheet has an error that will cause line items to disappear when you enter multiple line items before hitting save.  The workaround is to press save after entering or changing each line item on the Non-ICASS Depreciation worksheet.  Note that this error does not occur on the ICASS Depreciation worksheet.





Last week we reported that the “Network” version of Web.ICASS 2.11.04 displays initial IVG line amounts rather than final amounts during the final budget stages.  This results in some revisions to the agency invoices.  Please refer to the cable (STATE 094500 dated May 20, 2005) for handling changes to ICASS invoices; you may not have to regenerate the final agency invoices again for signatures if they have already been signed.  
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When to Re-circulate 
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If a compensation plan is used in ICASS and Non-ICASS budgets, any change made to the comp plan will be driven by the data in the ICASS stage.  For example, if you change the data in the compensation plan on the Non-ICASS budget that does not have the same stage as ICASS budget, your changes on the Non-ICASS budget will be affected by the ICASS data.  





The simplest solution is to keep your ICASS and Non-ICASS budgets in the same stage whenever possible, and if you get them out of synchronization, do not make compensation plan changes.











All the World’s a Stage…








A notice was recently sent by IRM to inform posts about Web.ICASS 2.11. This is the same version that posts have been working on and the notice should not be mistaken for an update. This is only an official notification for the IT world.
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The FSC60 file generated by FSC Charleston is used to automatically input Actuals into the ICASS system.  It has come to the attention of the ICASS Service Center that the file, now created by RFMS, is not formatted to handle sub-Cost Centers correctly, resulting in difficulties in loading the actuals.  The ISC and Charleston are working together to resolve this issue.  This formatting glitch surfaced in the file that CFSC sent to you in March.





Posts should look carefully at Actuals for sub-cost centers after using the file.  Use the manual data entry functionality to correct any mistakes created.
