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Duplicate Position Codes in different locations can cause headaches, but there is a workaround that you can use until the next software release.





Identify the position codes to be changed. This may be a multiple step process depending on how many duplicates you have.





Change the position codes for location “X”, save the changes, and then use Task Manager to exit ICASS. 





Then, change the position codes for location “Y”, and again, save the changes and use Task Manager to exit ICASS.





Repeat this process until there are no longer any duplicate codes.

If your IVG Costs are incorrectly showing zeroes instead of the actual costs you are probably accessing “All Posts” instead of your specific post. Use the Utilities button to change your default post as follows:





Logon to ICASS.


Click the Utilities button.


From the Post tab, click the Default Post arrow to display the list of available Posts.


Click your Post to highlight it. 


Click Update.





From now on, when you logon to ICASS, you will access only your Post and your IVG Costs will be accessible.  (Note: Some posts may have “zero” IVG costs; in this case, reports and screens will continue to show a zero total for IVG costs.  To confirm post’s IVG cost, please refer to Appendix H in the User Manual 2.15.00.)  
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 The February 2006 Release of ICASS is planning to separate ICASS and non-ICASS. Stay tuned for more details!














































































































Don’t forget to run Verify to reattach Reference Tables and clean up the data.


This must be done before you Submit a plan, even it you are submitting it by way of an email. Also, before and after you Baseline you should run Verify.





Click the Budget Plans folder to open it.


Click Plan Maintenance.


Highlight the new plan and click the Verify button. The Verification window opens.


Click Next and another Verification window opens.


If the information has no errors, click Next to continue.


If errors exist you can either click View Report to create a report and then continue to Next Verification step, or simply click Next.
