2. To help simplify the allocation, budgeting, and tracking of

local guard resources, non-ICASS local guard funding will be

provided from one appropriation in FY 2006. Beginning with

initial FY 2006 allotments, the following function codes will

receive Worldwide Security Upgrades (WSU) Funding, Appropriation

2006-19X0113H: 5821, 5822, 5823, 5824, 5841, 5843, 9906, and

9912. Numerous posts have provided very positive feedback on the

simplification that would be provided with a single source of DS

NONICASS Local Guard Funding. We know it is important to

announce the change before the beginning of Fiscal Year 2006.

3. To implement this policy for FY 2006 (the funding change will

be effective October 1, 2005), posts must update all payroll

systems including the FSN payroll system (CAPS) and, if

applicable, for part-time intermittent temporary employees as

part of GEMS. Please make sure that change is effective for pay

period 20. Note that pay period 19 should be charged to FY 2005

same as all other prior payroll charges this past FY. For all

posts with PSA guards that are currently funded through DCP

single year funds (appropriation 19 0113), the appropriation

utilized for salary payments for these positions will need to be

changed. To facilitate these mass changes, RM/GFS advises that

financial management officers can sign, scan, and e-mail (or fax)

a spreadsheet with the changes (include post, employee number,

employee name, and new appropriation) to the appropriate points

of contact in RM/GFS FSN pay.
