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SUBJECT: DECISIONS ON FY2009 INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY

CENTRAL FUND

1. The IT Central Fund is funded by Congress to ensure

resources are available for IT investments and

modernization.  The IT Central Fund is used for

projects/programs managed in Washington and depends

heavily on Expedited Passport Fee revenue.  It is

anticipated that in FY 2009, this revenue will be much

lower than in FY 2008.  In order to reduce spending in

the FY 2009 Continuing Resolution Financial Plan, all

major projects/program and software development was cut

and a 10 percent cut was made in steady state for all

other projects/programs.  No projects/programs were

terminated.  Following are the major impacts on domestic

and overseas IT support:

A) Global Information Technology Modernization (GITM)

has been cut.  Therefore, IRM will deploy workstations

overseas according to the 4 year replacement cycle, but

will not/not deploy switches, monitors, or printers

overseas or domestically.  In addition, no workstations

will be purchased for domestic use. Additional details

will be provided via SEPTEL.

B) INMARSAT replacement - Remote Expeditionary Area

Communications Hub (REACH) Program - -the replacement

program (portable/wireless laptops) is on hold for FY

2009.

C) Funding for the current version of the Post

Administrative Software Suite (PASS v 2) will continue.

Additional information on PASS will be provided via

SEPTEL.

D) Proposed tail circuit modernization will be

postponed.  Posts/bureaus will continue to pay for local

circuits.

E) VISTA deployment, Federal Desktop Core Configuration

(FDCC) compliance and other related mandates have been

postponed.  See 08 STATE 122253 for information on

VISTA.

F) New development will be deferred to FY2010 for

Integrated Logistics Management Systems (ILMS),

Integrated Personnel Management System (IPMS), Joint

Financial Management System (JFMS) (includes Regional

Financial Management System (RFMS)), and Consolidated

American Payroll Processing System (CAPPS).

G) Worldwide Agency-wide Locally Engaged Staff (WALES)

Payroll System development, State Messaging and Archive

Retrieval Toolset (SMART) deployment, and additional

funding for GITM are included in the FY 2009 Continuing

Resolution Financial Plan, but have been deferred

pending availability of funds.

3. We will continue to examine IT spending, project by

project, throughout the year and keep the field informed

of any changes to programs.
