BUDGET PROCESS

1. SUMMARY: This cable provides a crosswalk to the new

agency codes established for the Department of Homeland

Security (DHS) for the FY04 budget process.  The following

information has been cleared by DHS.

2.  With the pending approval of agency workload counts

this month and the beginning of the FY04 budget process, a

few questions remain as how to incorporate the new DHS

agency codes into ICASS.  Please note the changes in the

following agency codes effective FY04:

3.  Agency codes for DHS( formerly INS-1535.0) at posts

not listed above have yet to be assigned.  This is still

under discussion.  As soon as we have more information we

will provide it.

4. Given the above information, the majority of workload

counts can be identified and agreed to on schedule, by July

1, 2003.  Post will need to work with the new DHS agencies

at the post level to determine who is now authorized to

approve workload counts for the new agency codes and to

sign the ICASS invoices for FY04.

5. For the DHS (former INS agencies) still under

discussion, i.e. former INS at all posts other than those

cited above, we continue to work with DHS and hope to have

these assigned to their new agency codes soon.  Posts

should continue to gather and obtain agreement on the FY04

workload counts for these former INS entities by the July

1, 2003 deadline.  We will provide posts additional

guidance as soon as the details have been worked out.

6.  The level of service that some entities purchase may be

altered by their move to the DHS.  The move may result in

dropping services or signing up for new services.  Guidance

as to how to address these changes for the FY04 budget will

be provided at a future date.

7.      Version 10.0 of the ICASS software will include all new

agency codes for developing the FY04 ICASS budgets.
