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SUBJECT: ICASS HANDBOOK H 409-4

REF:  POLICY CHANGE - ICASS CARRYOVER AND RECOVERED FUNDS

1. This message has been cleared by HR/RMA/SEP.

2. SUMMARY:  ICASS policy regarding post's use of carry-

over/recovery funds is revised.  These funds are now fenced

into the three categories where funds are provided:

Regional Bureau, Non-Residential Local Guard Program and

OBO lease funding.  Posts receiving re-allotments for

carryover and recovery funds are now restricted to use

these funds within the category from which the funds were

originally provided.  End Summary.

3.   ICASS carryover and recovered funds are those ICASS

funds that are unobligated (carryover) or deobligated

(recovered) as of September 30th for all prior fiscal year

ICASS operating allowances.

4. A new policy regarding the fencing of the funds that are

returned as carryover/recovery was approved by the ICASS

Interagency Working Group in October.  ICASS carryover and

recovered funds re-allotted to post are now fenced into the

three categories where funds are provided:  Regional

Bureau, Non-Residential Local Guard Program, and OBO Lease

Funding.  For example:  Carryover funds re-allotted as a

result of savings or deobligations from Non-Residential

Local Guard Program funds are available only for Non-

Residential Local Guard Program expenses.  This funding can

only be used to meet Non-Residential Local Guard Program

requirements.  The same applies for Regional Bureau

expenses and OBO leases. The intent of this new policy is

to ensure that carryover and recovery funds derived from a

particular ICASS funding entity be used to support other

requirements within that same base.

5.  The new policy is effective immediately.  ICASS

Handbook chapter H-409.4 has been revised to include this

new information.
