1.  THE ICASS SERVICE CENTER WISHES TO ADVISE ALL POSTS

THAT AT THIS TIME, INITIAL FISCAL YEAR 2007 ICASS TARGETS

HAVE NOT BEEN APPROVED BY THE INTER-AGENCY BUDGET COMMITTEE

OF THE ICASS WORKING GROUP IN WASHINGTON.

2. THE ICASS BUDGET COMMITTEE MET WITH REGIONAL BUREAU AND

DOMESTIC OFFICE REPRESENTATIVES ON SEPTEMBER 26TH AND AGAIN

ON OCTOBER 4TH TO REVIEW AND VOTE ON THE PROPOSED INITIAL

ICASS TARGETS. THE BUDGET COMMITTEE DECLINED IN BOTH

MEETINGS TO APPROVE THE INITIAL TARGETS AND PROPOSED THAT

THE ICASS BUDGET'S OVERALL INCREASE BE DRAMATICALLY SCALED

BACK FROM THE PROPOSAL MADE BY STATE DEPARTMENT.

3. CURRENTLY, FINAL FY 2007 APPROPRIATIONS ARE UNKNOWN.

WITHOUT FINAL APPROPRIATION LEVELS, AGENCIES WILL BE UNABLE

TO DETERMINE OVERALL ICASS AFFORDABILITY; HOWEVER, AT THE

CURRENT PROJECTED LEVELS, IT IS ALREADY EXPECTED THAT THE

FINANCIAL ENVIRONMENT WILL BE EXTREMELY TIGHT. AS STATED IN

STATE 161257 AND STATE 164126, THE HOUSE PASSED VERSION AND

SENATE APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE MARK BOTH REDUCE THE

PRESIDENT'S REQUEST FOR THE DEPARTMENT BY ABOUT FIVE

HUNDRED MILLION DOLLARS INCLUDING A REDUCTION OF TWO

HUNDRED MILLION DOLLARS IN THE DIPLOMATIC AND CONSULAR

PROGRAMS OPERATING ACCOUNT.

4. IN THE ABSENCE OF APPROVED TARGETS, YOUR REGIONAL BUREAU

WILL PROVIDE ADDITIONAL GUIDANCE ON HOW POST SHOULD PROCEED
