This movie, posted under “Software”, will help familiarize you with the new software changes for the ICASS/Non-ICASS split.  





This movie includes an overview of the node instructions, examples of both ICASS and Non-ICASS budget plans, their respective submission processes and a new “Copy to” feature in the Compensation Plans node. 











As a result of ICASS and Non-ICASS split, the FY 2007 ICASS and Non-ICASS plans will have their own lease database.  





Your FY 2006 lease database containing both ICASS and Non-ICASS leases will be carried forward automatically and populate both your FY 2007 ICASS and Non-ICASS lease databases.  You may then  activate the leases you want in the  appropriate plan. 





Since each plan will maintain its own lease database from now on, the verification step for duplicate leases was no longer applicable .























When posts create a FY 2007 ICASS LITE Budget Plan, the cost centers for ICASS STANDARD are displayed instead. 





Starting May 9, a corrective script has been posted on the ICASS website for all ICASS LITE posts and for posts that plan to change from STANDARD to LITE in FY 2007. 





You MUST download and launch the script from the ICASS website before creating the FY 2007 LITE plans (For more details, see STATE 074580 dated May 9, 2006).
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If you are ready to start the FY 2007 budget Plan, remember that the compensation plan database for the ICASS and Non-ICASS plans are now separated.  


Your Web.PASS Administrator needs to add the Non-ICASS Activate Agencies, Edit Locations, Post Profile and Compensation Plans nodes under the Non-ICASS Details folder, Post Profile/Misc subfolder. 


Also, don’t forget to ask your Web.PASS Administrator to activate the “Copy To” feature in the ICASS Compensation Plans node. (Note that the “Copy To” feature in the Non-ICASS Compensation Plans already exists in 2.17.00). 


This feature allows you to copy the ICASS Compensation Plans to the Non-ICASS budgets and vice versa, saving you a lot of time!
